Shelter-in-Place

You may be able to shelter-in-place if you live outside of a flood hazard area in a home built under the
2002 Building Code or after. Additional measures such as placing shutters over windows and having
doors that can withstand wind pressure and debris impact can make your home a safer place to ride
out a storm.

Using Your County Map

Locate where you live and work onthemap. o

Determine whether you are in an evacuation
area, and if so, what level (color).

Your shelter-in-place location should contain enough non-perishable food, blankets, communication
equipment (such as radios), alternate power sources, first aid supplies, necessary medications,

and any required durable medical equipment (e.g., hearing aid batteries, catheters) to allow self-
sustainment in that location for a minimum of 72 hours.

If you are in an evacuation area, or live in a
mobile home/RYV, decide where you will go
if ordered to evacuate.

For a detailed list of supplies recommended for home emergency supply kits, consult ready.gov. Your choices include:

How do I know if I need to go to an Evacuation Center?
evacuation level.

Local authorities will give evacuation orders for areas with significant risk of damage resulting from
a high wind or surge event. If you are not in the identified areas, you can choose to remain in your
home. Evacuating unnecessarily can cause overcrowded Evacuation Centers and traffic jams.

o Hotel/motel outside the evacuation level
(make arrangements early).

Evacuation Centers o Go to a public Evacuation Center.

In the event of a community emergency, Sarasota County has Evacuation Centers for residents and
visitors available as a last resort.

o As alastresort, leave the area entirely.

If you must go to a public Evacuation Center,
use your county map to decide which one

is convenient. Make sure you verify that the
Evacuation Center is open before you go.

A hurricane Evacuation Center is a facility that provides increased protection to the public from high
winds and/or storm surge. They are designated by Sarasota County and operated in partnership
between Sarasota County and the Sarasota County School Board. It is a place to ride out the storm
that may or may not be comfortable with very limited provisions.

Become familiar with the information provided and make sure everyone in your household knows
the following facts:
Storm Debris

Residents are encouraged to watch or listen to local news outlets,
follow Sarasota County's social media channels or check scgov.net
for updates after a storm. Depending on the severity of the storm,
residents should anticipate delays, and possibly suspension

in their regular collection services including trash, recycling and
yard waste.

o Current Evacuation Center information is available from local radio and television stations, the
Sarasota County Contact Center at 941-861-5000, and Access Sarasota (Comcast ch. 19/Frontier
ch. 32). More information is available on the county website, scgov.net.

o Evacuation Centers will open based on the nature and timing of the threat to the county.

o All Sarasota County Evacuation Centers welcome properly crated and supplied dogs and cats.

o Never go to an Evacuation Center unless local officials have announced it is open. Stay tuned to Examples of these types of categories include the following:

Evacuation Centers are opened
for the single purpose of
protecting life. We open them
based on the ability of that facility
to withstand the forecasted wind

effects and storm surge. TIPS: Avoid stacking debris by utility poles, under power lines, on

top of water meters or other water connections, by fire hydrants, by
vehicles, next to mailboxes or fences, or on storm drains.

Evacuation Centers do not have
Do not place any storm debris in the street.

generators and offer no services
other than a very basic food
provision, water, and 20 sq. ft.
per person of floor space. There
are no cots, pillows or blankets
provided. Evacuees must bring
their own bedding and supplies.

Live on a private road? If so, the homeowner must grant the county
the right to enter the roadway for debris removal. For further

Functional Needs Support Services

Functional Needs Support Services (FNSS) are services that enable
children and adults to maintain their usual level of independence in
a general population Evacuation Center. Those requiring FNSS may
have physical, sensory, mental health, cognitive and/or intellectual
disabilities affecting their ability to function independently without
assistance. Individuals will not be turned away from general
population Evacuation Centers, or inappropriately placed in other
environments.

Power loss results in no air
conditioning. It is a public
environment where there are
large numbers of people in close
proximity to each other. The

one thing all evacuees have in
common is they are seeking
protection from intense weather.

Medically-Dependent Evacuation Centers

Sarasota County residents with
qualifying medical needs are
encouraged to apply NOW for
registration as a medically-
dependent person (MDP).

General population: 20 sq. ft. of space is available for

one person and all necessary items. . ) )
Upon arrival to a Sarasota County general population Evacuation

Center, inform center management staff of your request for
services to ensure the most effective approach. Sarasota County will
make every effort to meet functional and access needs at approved
Evacuation Centers upon request.

Transportation Plan
(Hurricane Evacuation Centers)

For those who cannot drive or otherwise be transported by family,
friends or neighbors, Sarasota County will provide last-resort,
free bus transportation for you and your pets (along with a limited
amount of supplies) to and from a general population Evacuation
Center. Transportation will be offered at designated rally points
throughout the county.

Examples of qualifying medical
needs include the use of oxygen
or use of medical equipment that
requires electricity.

Complete the online registration form on scgov.net. All county
libraries are available to help with online registration for those
without a computer. The form will include guidance for those who
cannot drive or walk to a designated rally point.

It is important to apply in advance
for this program so, if qualified,
you will be on the county’s
registry for transportation

and sheltering at a medically-
dependent Evacuation Center
during a disaster. Pre-registration
helps us to help you when time

is limited. To apply or for more
information visit scgov.net and
search for “medical needs” or call
941-861-5000.

Rally points may change depending on the severity of a storm.
Residents who pre-register will receive an automated telephone
message with information about the location of rally points and
when they will be picked up. This program is activated only when
Sarasota County has a declared county emergency, an activation is
ordered, and Evacuation Centers are opened.

Medically-dependent (upon prior registration):
60 sq. ft. of space is available for one medically-dependent
person, one caregiver, and all necessary items.

Important: The online registration process will cease when landfall
is expected within 60 hours.

Dogs & Cats

Sarasota County allows dogs and cats at all Evacuation Centers
indicated on the list in this guide.

o Pet must be in an appropriate pet crate.

o Provide all items required for your pet.

o You are responsible for your pet while in the Evacuation Center.

Hotel or Motel Evacuation

If you plan to evacuate to a hotel or motel, you will need to check
for availability and make your reservation well in advance.

Some hotels/motels have standing reservation hurricane
programs and some relax their pet restrictions in an emergency.
Again, make sure your destination is not in an evacuation zone.

It also broadcasts warning and post-
event information for all types of hazards
such as chemical releases and significant
matters of public safety.

SARASOTA COUNTY NOTIFICATION /WARNING SYSTEM

Sarasota County utilizes a free, secure, advanced, and effective community notification
system that allows you to receive calls, email alerts, or text messages about events that
could impact your neighborhood or help protect your family or property. This system
allows us to send critical communications to all or targeted areas within the county when
immediate actions are required. Your contact information remains private, and will only
be used for public health, safety, and wellness purposes.

DO NOT CALL 9-1-1 FOR DISASTER INFORMATION

Web-Based Hurricane Information.

Sarasota County Government maintains a special webpage to relay important hurricane
information for local residents. You can find out which, if any, evacuation level (zone)
you live in, your nearest public Evacuation Center (shelter), medically-dependent
(special needs) registration forms, and much more.

Leaving Coastal Areas

If you are leaving the area, remember to take supplies with you.
Move inland away from the storm surge and inland flooding;
however, it is recommended that residents evacuate "tens of
miles, not hundreds" if possible.

Roads will be heavily congested. You run the risk of being
caught on the highway without a safe refuge or running into the
storm if it takes a different track.

911 Use for Hearing Impaired Callers

Sarasota County 9-1-1 Communications Center is equipped with
the TTY/TDD system. (TTY: 7-1-1 or 1-800-955-8771).

Accepted abbreviations adopted to ensure accuracy:
o GA means ‘go ahead'
o SK means ‘stop keying"
o Q means ‘question’
o xxx indicates a mistake.

A call to 9-1-1 will always be responded with “9-1-1, what is your

The TTY/TDD'’s are designed to follow a few simple rules:
o Punctuation is not used.
o Contractions are written as one word.
o Apostrophes are replaced with a single space.
o "Hang up now" indicates help is on the way.

The Manasota Medical Reserve Corps (MRC) is a community-based group of medical and
non-medical volunteers. Training is provided to help members fulfill their roles. Examples
